B To prevent the camera from being
damaged by moisture, do not use or store
the camera in very humid environments,
such as in rain or near bodies of water.

B Do not use or store the camera in dusty
places or on a beach to prevent dust or
sand from entering the camera, causing
possible damage to it.

EVF has the following advantages:

+ It will not be affected by ambient light and
may avoid poor composition due to light
reflection on the LCD screen.
